HOWARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS’ MEETING MAY 21, 2018

The Howard County Board of Commissioners met in Regular Session on Monday, May 21, 2018, at 4:00 p.m. in Hearing Room 338 of the Howard County Administration Center.  Those in attendance included President Paul Wyman, Vice-President Tyler Moore, Member Brad Bray, County Auditor Martha Lake, and County Attorney Alan D. Wilson.

The meeting was called to order by Sheriff Steve Rogers and conducted by President Paul Wyman.  Commissioner Brad Bray led the Pledge of Allegiance, and Vice-President Tyler Moore offered a word of prayer.
 
IN THE MATTER OF SPECIAL RECOGNITION:

EMPLOYEE SERVICE AWARDS:

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

The minutes of the May 7, 2018, regular meeting were approved as presented on a motion made by Mr. Moore. Mr. Bray seconded the motion, and the motion carried. 

IN THE MATTER OF DEPARTMENTAL REPORTS:

HIGHWAY:

Highway Superintendent Ted Cain presented a Local Public Agency (LPA) contract between Board of Commissioners, Howard County, Indiana, with Beams, Longest, & Neff, LLC. This is a four year agreement to inspect all county bridges. The cost for the four years is $400,131.24 which is due to changes in state rules. This causes the first phase to cost about $150,000.00 more than the second phase. The federal government pays approximately 80 percent of the cost with the county paying the remaining 20 percent. Mr. Moore made a motion to approve the consulting contract for county bridge inspection with Beams, Longest, & Neff, LLC as recommended under Des. No. 1500284 for the Howard Countywide Bridge Inspection and Inventory Program in accordance with National Bridge Inspection Standards for Years 2018 through 2022 in the amount of $400,131.24. Mr. Bray seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

MAINTENANCE:

1. County Maintenance Supervisor William Stonestreet explained that tuck pointing and power washing is standard maintenance for masonry buildings. The least expensive quote was from Pioneer Restoration for $16,900.00. Mr. Stonestreet also requested that the money be paid from Cum Cap Building Repair 1138.47241.000.0000. Mr. Wyman also asked for a quote on the railing at the Government Center. Mr. Stonestreet will check into the cost.  Mr. Moore made a motion to approve the power washing and tuck pointing at the Government Center as presented and to award the bid to Pioneer Restoration for $16,900.00 as presented. Mr. Bray seconded the motion, and the motion carried. 
2. Mr. Stonestreet had two projects that he wanted to pay for out of Cum Cap Building Upgrades 1138.47243.000.0000.
a. Mr. Stonestreet explained that the Veterans Service Office needs to put in walls to insure privacy of veterans in accordance with HIPPA. This will create 4 workspaces. The maintenance department will be doing some additional work to keep the costs low. Hearn Construction had the lowest and most responsive bid of $18,850.00. 
b. Mr. Stonestreet would also like to purchase Scald Software for jail underground storage tank monitoring. This software eliminates errors in the system from people dispensing fuel while testing is occurring. It is a continuous monitoring system. Midwest Maintenance and Construction had the lowest quote at $1,675.00.
c. Mr. Moore made a motion to approve the Veterans Service Office Remodel in the amount of $18,850.00 to Hearn Construction, and to approve the Scald Software in the amount of $1,675.00 to Midwest Maintenance and Construction. Mr. Moore also thanked the maintenance department for doing all they can to keep the costs low. Mr. Bray seconded the motion, and the motion carried. 


IN THE MATTER OF OLD BUSINESS:

Mr. Moore explained the Comprehensive Economic Development Strategy (CEDS), September 2017 Regional Economic Development Plan, had been available for public review and comment in the Auditor’s office until April 16, 2018. There were no questions or remonstrances filed. Mr. Moore made a motion to approve Resolution No. 2018-BCCR-10 – A RESOLUTION OF THE HOWARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS APROVING THE 2017 FIVE YEAR COMPREHENSIVE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT STRATEGY (CEDS) as presented previously. Mr. Bray seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

IN THE MATTER OF NEW BUSINESS:

Attorney Jason Pickett presented a Joint Petition to vacate an alley for Brian D. Nelson and Candra M. Nelson and Gail J. Parka. Attorney Pickett stated that he desired an ordinance number and a date for a public hearing for the petition. All of the utilities have responded with no objection letters except AT& T. AT&T has not responded. AT&T will be notified by certified mail. Attorney Alan Wilson explained that only a notice and a 30 day objection period was required. Mr. Moore made a motion to approve Ordinance 2018-BCCO-20 JOINT PETITION TO VACATE as presented and subject to the 30 Day objection period.  The ordinance will be acted on July 2, 2018. Mr. Bray seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

IN THE MATTER OF CLAIMS AND REPORTS:

Auditor Martha Lake submitted the following claims and reports for the Commissioners’ information and approval:
1. Salary Claims:  The Commissioners’ Salary, Hourly, and Overtime Claims to be paid May 25, 2018, in the amount of $810,275.99 were submitted and approved on a motion made by Mr. Bray.  Mr. Moore seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
2. Operating Claims:  The Commissioners’ Operating Claims to be paid May 21, 2018, in the amount of $1,797,912.60 were submitted and approved on a motion made by Mr. Bray.  Mr. Moore seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
3. Ratify Claims: The following early paid claim: Indiana Auditor’s Association for $600.00 was submitted and ratified on a motion made by Mr. Bray as presented. Mr. Moore seconded the motion, and the motion carried.  
4. Reports: The following reports were received into record: Weights and Measures April 16, 2018 thru May 16, 2018 Report, the Clerk’s Monthly Report for April, and the Treasurer’s Monthly Report for April.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY ATTORNEY ISSUES:

1. Howard County Attorney Alan Wilson submitted the Board of Commissioners’ Executive Meeting Minutes from May 7, 2018. Mr. Moore made a motion to approve the May 7, 2018, Board of Commissioners’ Executive Session Meeting Minutes as presented. Mr. Bray seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
2. Attorney Wilson explained that Four County Counseling wishes to enter into a one year lease agreement for the classroom and gym space for their evening sessions at the Kinsey Youth Center. Mr. Moore made a motion to approve the lease agreement with Four County Counseling and Howard County for use of the Kinsey Youth Center classroom and gym space, and to authorize the president to sign on behalf of the board. Mr. Bray seconded the motion, and the motion carried. 
3. Attorney Wilson presented a license agreement for the Kinsey Youth Center during the job interview process for THE DIANA SCREEN. Mr. Moore made a motion to approve licensing agreement for THE DIANA SCREEN ACCESS LICENSE AND TESTING SERVICES AGREEMENT for the Kinsey Youth Center and to authorize the president to sign on behalf of the board. Mr. Bray seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

IN THE MATTER OF COMMISSIONER ISSUES:

Mr. Moore explained that he had signed off on two boat titles and needed his signature ratified. These boats are no longer in use by the EMA Department and have been sold.  Mr. Wyman made a motion to ratify Mr. Moore’s signature on the boat titles. Mr. Bray seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Howard County Emergency Management Director Janice Hart introduced Corrie Wood as her new assistant to the Board of Commissioners. The Commissioners officially welcomed Corrie Wood.
