HOWARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS’ MEETING JUNE 4, 2018

The Howard County Board of Commissioners met in Regular Session on Monday, June 4, 2018, at 4:00 p.m. in Hearing Room 338 of the Howard County Administration Center.  Those in attendance included President Paul Wyman, Vice-President Tyler Moore, Member Brad Bray, County Auditor Martha Lake, and County Attorney Alan D. Wilson.

The meeting was called to order by Sheriff Steve Rogers and conducted by President Paul Wyman.  Commissioner Brad Bray led the Pledge of Allegiance, and Vice-President Tyler Moore offered a word of prayer.
 
IN THE MATTER OF SPECIAL RECOGNITION:

EMPLOYEE OF THE MONTH:

The Commissioners awarded Brad Kendall Employee of the Month for May. Mr. Moore read into the record a recommendation letter from Scott Waymire.  The letter stated that Mr. Kendall is a true professional, positive, efficient, and works timely. Mr. Kendall puts the needs of the Sheriff’s Department and Emergency Management (EMA) first. His work is quality, and he goes above and beyond in all he does. Pictures were taken, and congratulations were given by all. 

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

[bookmark: _GoBack]The minutes of the May 21, 2018, regular meeting were approved as presented on a motion made by Mr. Bray. Mr. Moore seconded the motion, and the motion carried. 

IN THE MATTER OF DEPARTMENTAL REPORTS:

HIGHWAY:

Highway Superintendent Ted Cain presented a Local Public Agency (LPA) contract between Howard County and the State for consultant Beams, Longest, & Neff, LLC contract. This is a countywide bridge inspection and inventory program for 2018 through 2021 under Des. No. 1500284. The state’s cost for the four years is $320,104.99 which is the federal portion of the contract. A balance of approximately $80,000.00 is to be paid by Howard County. The total cost is not to exceed $400,131.24.  Mr. Moore made a motion to approve the Countywide Bridge Inspection and Inventory Program for Cycle Years 2018 through 2021 under Des. No. 1500284 as presented. Mr. Bray seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

RECORDER:

Howard County Recorder Jennifer Jack presented the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with Corporation Service Company (CSC). The MOU had been presented by the previous Recorder.  Corrections had to be made and the MOU has been recently reviewed by County Attorney Alan Wilson. Attorney Wilson indicated that the changes requested had been made.  Mr. Moore made a motion to approve the CSC MOU and to authorize the president to sign on behalf of the board. Mr. Bray seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

IN THE MATTER OF CLAIMS AND REPORTS:

Auditor Martha Lake submitted the following claims and reports for the Commissioners’ information and approval:
1. Salary Claims:  The Commissioners’ Salary, Hourly, and Overtime Claims to be paid June 8, 2018, in the amount of $821,856.86 were submitted and approved on a motion made by Mr. Bray.  Mr. Moore seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
2. Operating Claims:  The Commissioners’ Operating Claims to be paid June 4, 2018, in the amount of $1,263,422.34 were submitted and approved on a motion made by Mr. Moore as presented.  Mr. Bray seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY ATTORNEY ISSUES:

Attorney Alan Wilson submitted a proposed resolution supporting the United Way Kindergarten Readiness program. Mr. Wyman explained that the United Way started a Kindergarten Readiness program called 75in5 eighteen months ago. The goal is to take kindergarten readiness from 45% to 75% within five years. Howard County gave a $15,000.00 seed grant to kick this program off. Mr. Wyman read resolution number 2018-BCCR-11, RESOLUTION OF THE HOWARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS IN SUPPORT OF HOWARD COUNTY EDUCATION INITIATIVE 75in5 into the record. Mr. Moore made a motion to approve resolution 2018-BCCR-11. Mr. Bray seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC COMMENTS:

1. Mr. Jerry Paul, President of the Howard County Veterans Memorial Corporation, updated the board on the Women’s Legacy Memorial in Howard County. Carol Wills raised over $45,000.00 for three different veterans’ group. One-third of the money raised went to the Howard County Veterans Memorial.  Chris Roegner at the Half Moon also helped raise over $7,000.00.  The molds have been paid for. The Howard County Veterans Memorial Corporation is currently trying to raise over $100,000.00 for Phase Three.  The plan is to begin construction before the end of the year. The Commissioners thanked Mr. Paul for the update.
2. Jeff Haworth asked if the County Commissioners had any questions about the sample for a collective bargaining ordinance presented to the Commissioners earlier this year. The Commissioners stated that they had no questions at this time. The Commissioners thanked Mr. Haworth for the information.
