HOWARD COUNTY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING APRIL 24, 2018

The Howard County Council met in Regular Session on Tuesday, April 24, 2018, at 4:00 p.m. in Hearing Room 338 of the Howard County Administration Center.  Those in attendance included President Richard Miller, and members Les Ellison, Stan Ortman, John Roberts, Jeff Stout, and Dwight Singer.  Also in attendance were County Attorney Alan Wilson and Auditor Martha Lake. Vice-President James Papacek was absent.

The meeting was called to order by Howard County Captain Jerry Asher and conducted by President Richard Miller.

Councilman Stan Ortman led the Pledge of Allegiance, and Mr. Miller offered a word of prayer.

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
The minutes of the March 27, 2018, regular meeting, having been previously submitted and reviewed, were approved as submitted on a motion made by Councilman Jeff Stout. Councilman Dwight Singer seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNCIL COMMENTS:

1. Howard County Sheriff Captain Jerry Asher explained this appropriation is needed due to moving the court security officers from the Courts’ jurisdiction to the Sheriff’s jurisdiction. Ms. Lake explained that reductions will be made in the Courts budgets to reflect this change at a later date. Mr. Singer made a motion to approve $120,772.00 for 1000.11408.000.0005 Court Security Officers. Councilman John Roberts seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
2. Howard County Prosecutor Mark McCann clarified that this increase in salary reflects the increased work load for one of his Criminal Enforcement Clerks due to a reallocation of the courts’ caseloads. The savings from his office currently operating without one Criminal Enforcement Clerk is intended to help pay for this increase. Mr. Ortman made a motion to approve $3,250.00 for 1000.11803.000.0009 Criminal Enforcement Clerk. Councilman Les Ellison seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
3. Community Supervision Director Dustin DeLong explained that this requested appropriation is to help fund the new Problem Solving Court Coordinator position. Mr. Ortman made a motion to approve $15,600.00 for 1000.11354.000.0236 Problem Solving Court Coordinator and to approve the new Howard County Community Corrections Department 0236, which is located in the General Fund. Mr. Stout seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
4. Captain Asher explained that the additional appropriations are requested to make up for increases for the nursing positions that were overlooked during the 2018 Budget hearings. Mr. Stout asked for clarification. Ms. Ree Moon explained that this is a request for increases for five nursing positions. The department wants to maintain its current dedicated staff. This wage increase will bring the nurses up to a wage comparable with counties. Mr. Roberts made a motion to approve $6,000.00 for 1114.12500.000.0380, $6,000.00 for 1114.12503.000.0380, and $18,000.00 for 1114.12504.000.0380. Mr. Stout seconded the motion, and the motion carried. The start date for these increases is Jan. 1, 2018.  The disposition of funds will be left up to the Auditor.
5. Howard County Auditor Martha Lake explained that this money would make up a short fall in this line item.  Howard County Councilman Dwight Singer made a motion to approve $1,000.00 for 2523.23306.000.0000 Uniforms. Mr. Ellison seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
6. Auditor Lake explained that this is a housekeeping issue. The state has approved these funds. It is a carry-over from 2017. This grant will not be renewed. Mr. Ortman made a motion to approve the expenditures out of Fund 8132 as presented. Mr. Roberts seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

Mr. Roberts seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
2. Captain Asher explained that this would cover the amount short in the Longevity Fund. Ms. Moon explained the transfer is required due to a change in staffing. Mr. Roberts made a motion to approve $300.00 from 1114.12008.000.0380 PT Corr. Officers to 1114.12108.000.0380 Longevity and $100,000.00 from 1114.12008.000.0380 PT Corr. Officers to 1114.12200.000.0380 OT Corr. Officer. Mr. Singer seconded the motion, and the motion carried. 
3. Ms. Lake explained the change in personnel funding must be approved by the Howard County Council. Mr. Ortman made a motion to approve $200.00 from 4913.11431.000.0000 Supervision to 4913.12108.000.0000 Longevity. Mr. Singer seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

2. Ms. Lake explained that the $150 in the cash/change fund for the Recorder’s Office was receipted back into the Auditor’s Office due to a change in Recorders.  New Recorder Jennifer Jack has asked to reduce the amount of money kept on hand in the Recorder’s Office cash/change fund from $150.00 to $100.00. Mr.  Ortman moved to approve the request. Mr. Singer seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
