The Howard County Council met in Regular Session on Tuesday, October 25, 2016, at 4:00 p.m. in Hearing Room 338 of 

the Administration Center.  Those in attendance included President Richard Miller, Vice President Jim Papacek, and members 

Stan Ortman, Les Ellison, Jeff Stout, John Roberts, and Dwight Singer.  Also in attendance were County Attorney Larry

The meeting was called to order by Sheriff Steve Rogers and conducted by President Miller.  Mr. Miller led in the Pledge of 

Allegiance and Mr. Papacek offered a word of prayer.
